Free Information About USCG 
Boat Recalls

With boating season upon us, and considering the fact that used boats
account for more than 70 percent of annual boat sales, boat owners
should know about a free BoatU.S. service which provides valuable
information on U.S. Coast Guard boat recalls. For a period of 10 years
after a boat is built, federal law requires boat builders to recall and
repair any vessel found to be in non-compliance with Coast Guard
regulations or which contains a safety defect. However, the law
requires only that these defect recall notices be sent to original own-
ers. With most vessels changing ownership at least once during their
first 10 years of life, manufacturers often have difficulty reaching sub-
sequent owners to let them know they have a solution available to
remedy a safety problem.
“The existing system is deficient because a considerable number of
new boat purchasers don’t return warranty cards and there is no con-
sistent way for manufacturers to reach them,” says Caroline Ajootian,
BoatU.S. Consumer Protection Bureau director. “And even if a new
boat owner does return a warranty card, when the boat is sold a sec-
ond or third time, the manufacturer still has no way to communicate
to those used-boat buyers,” she notes. BoatU.S. has stepped in to fill
this important gap between boat builders and owners with its online
National Recall Alert Registry located at
http://www.BoatUS.com/recall  The system allows boaters to regis-
ter their less than 10-year-old vessel so a manufacturer may contact
them directly in the event of a recall action. Consumers may also view
a list of current recalls as well as visit the U.S. Coast Guard’s Recall
Database.

USCG Produces New Safety Brochure

The flounder’s dwindling presence during the past decade would seem
to indicate a need  for  conservative regulations in 2006 season. The offi-
cial DEC announcement was not yet published as we went to press, but
Gene Seraphine’s informative “Outdoor Corner” column in the March 8,
2006 issue of Suffolk Life indicated that a daily limit of 10 flounder per
angler will prevail. As to summer flounder (fluke) new regs are coming
on size and bag limits. Black sea bass season will lengthen to year-round,
the cod size limit will be 22 inches, while haddock cannot be taken under
19 inches. The porgy bag limit will increase, while limits for weakfish,
bluefish, stripers and blackfish remain status quo.
You can keep 15 blues and the first 10 have no minimum size rule.
Weakfish have to be at least 16 inches, keep six, while stripers must be
28 inches, keep one except for licensed charter boats aboard which you
can keep two fish. Blackfish stay at 14 inches, and you may keep 10 of
these delicious creatures. Good luck to you for the coming season!

The news is that anyone with a Macintosh or a PC (Windows) computer
can download any of NOAA’s 1,000 U.S. nautical charts...for no cost! The
charts are available in two formats, Raster Navigation Chart (RNC), the
chart you usually read, which is a scanned image of the original paper
chart, or an Electronic Navigation Chart (ENC), a vector chart which is
the type you’d be using in a chartplotter. Don’t expect the free chart(s)
to work in your dedicated GPS-chartplotter as most of these products
accept only proprietary electronic chart cartridges like those produced
by C-Map, Navionics, Nobletech, etc. On your computer, the RNCs will
look just like the standard paper chart you’re used to; not so with the
ENCs (vector charts), which show only those objects necessary for nau-
tical marine navigation...they look less cluttered. You can access and
download these free charts by visiting NOAA’s Web site(http://chart-
maker.ncd.noaa.gov). Just select the Nautical Charts and Related
Publications tab to access the complete chart list. To download any of the
listed charts, select the Coastal Map and Vector Shoreline tab, then
choose the link to the NOAA Raster Navigational Charts, (http://nauti-
calcharts.noaa.gov./mcd/Raster/index.htm). Don’t chuck your paper
charts! NOAA plans to continue to update and print them. Smart to keep
them on the boat because a power or component failure could deprive
you of your electronic images.
